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Waiting 

By Jin Ha

The demands of human longing contend with the weight of centuries of custom in acclaimed author Ha Jin's Waiting, a novel of unexpected richness and universal resonance. Every summer Lin Kong, a doctor in the Chinese Army, returns to his village to end his loveless arranged marriage with the humble and touchingly loyal Shuyu. But each time Lin must turn to the city to tell Manna Wu, the educated, modern nurse he loves, that they have to postpone their engagement once again. Caught between the conflicting claims of these two utterly different women and trapped by a culture in which adultery can lives and careers, Lin has been waiting for eighteen years. This year, he promises, will be different.

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The Summer Before the Dark
By Doris Lessing

Kate Brown, aged 45, leaves her home and her self-sacrificing, passive life there. She spends the summer as a translator of Portuguese, traveling to Turkey and Spain and having an affair with a younger man. When she returns to London, she is able to accept her aging, her husband's affairs, and the fact that she is no longer essential to her children.
英国诺贝尔文学奖得主多丽丝·莱辛，其里程碑式的作品《天黑前的夏天》，讲述的就是一个看似普普通通、随处可见的中年女子，其心灵从出走到回归的一段历程。
在迟疑和半推半就中凯特走出家门，一份光鲜体面但不乏无聊的工作，一程激情少许而暧昧不明的旅行，一段与少女清澈而恍若隔世的合居时光。但体面的工作并不意味着发掘了真我，暧昧的一段出轨亦因焦灼和脆弱而简直不能称之为恋情，年轻懵懂的姑娘莫琳、满脑子“主义”的菲利普，原来青春岁月固然珍贵却不足惜，伴随忽隐忽现的梦境和绵延的冲动，在这个“天黑前的夏天”，凯特自迷失、徘徊、寻找、摸索中一路行走。

　　这一段走出去的时光，让凯特在人生转弯时清楚地照见自己：生活不在别处，幸福也许就是自信而顺理成章地生活。说实话，最初的阅读令人有些烦躁，凯特的感觉、想法忽远忽近，让人没耐心走进去倾听。貌似始终未曾放下手中的活计、只是有一搭没一搭地听着，而凯特也始终就在身侧或沉思着或低语着。蓦然，一股哀哀的伤就在心底涌起，继而万分黯然：自己何尝不也是？

　　虽然讲述的只是一个中年女子在一个夏天里的种种，但华发滋生、人生转弯、夏日将尽而秋凉逼至的不啻凯特，这样的困惑甚或不单单限于女性。作者沉静绵密地审视并记述了中年女性的精神危机，生活细致入微的描摹，心绪百转千回的刻画，小说没有给出答案，但给出了力量、喻示了出路。
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The Remains of the Day

The novel The Remains of the Day tells the story of Stevens, an English butler who dedicates his life to the loyal service of Lord Darlington (mentioned in increasing detail in flashbacks). The novel begins with Stevens receiving a letter from an ex colleague called Miss Kenton, describing her married life, which he believes hints at her unhappy marriage. The receipt of the letter allows Stevens the opportunity to revisit this once-cherished relationship, if only under the guise of possible re-employment. Stevens' new employer, a wealthy American, Mr Farraday, encourages Stevens to borrow a car to take a well-earned break, a "motoring trip." As he sets out, Stevens has the opportunity to reflect on his unmoving loyalty to Lord Darlington, the meaning of the term "dignity", and even his relationship with his father. Ultimately Stevens is forced to ponder the true nature of his relationship with Miss Kenton. As the book progresses, increasing evidence of Miss Kenton's one-time love for Stevens and his for her, is revealed.

Working together during the years leading up to the Second World War, Stevens and Miss Kenton fail to admit their true feelings. All of their recollected conversations show a professional friendship, which came close, but never dared, to cross the line to romance.

Kenton but has become Mrs Benn. She admits to occasionally wondering what her life with Stevens might have been like, has come to love her husband, and is looking forward to the birth of their first grandchild. Stevens muses over lost opportunities, both with Miss Kenton and with his long-time employer, Lord Darlington. At the end of the novel, Stevens instead focuses on the "remains of [his] day", referring to his future service with Mr Farraday.
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The Bridges of Madison County
By Waller Robert James
What is it in a story that takes it to the New York Times Best Seller List for three years or 156 weeks? When I read this book, that was what I wanted to know. I look at the book on the shelf and think, "What was there that I just did not get?"
The love story set in the 1960s is about Robert Kincaid, a renowned photographer, and a Francesca Johnson, a farm wife. The story is based on her diaries and the personal effects he had sent to her after he died

She is secluded and alone much of the time. When Robert comes to photograph the bridges, her family is away at the state fair. They are, like Romeo and Juliet, star-crossed lovers who will only remain in each other's hearts and minds for all of their life, though they only shared four days. Her diaries indicate that for about thirty years Francesca maintained the emotional contact she committed to Kincaid by seeing his photography in National Geography, news clippings, and reading the articles written about him.
It is easy to be in love for four days. Anyone can. New love is exciting, romance is thrilling, and a new lover's touch is magical. Yes, it will last forever -- if you do not have to wake up to reality. It was simple to see this aspect of the enchantment about their story. Francesca wrote of the agony that she felt when choosing whether to go with Kincaid or stay with her family, her children. This was the crux of her story; stay with her husband and children, or run off with a stranger.
I could never understand that, my child is first. Today the book is on my daughter's shelf, and she knows more about the emotions that drove Kincaid and Francesca than I ever will. I am too practical; but she tells me I have never loved as they did -- and she just might be right because I still wonder why this book sold millions. Suspend disbelief and enjoy the romantic interlude.
Perhaps I should have seen the movie (I am a Clint Eastwood fan). For me the book was worth three stars, but the millions of people who loved this book and movie cannot all be wrong, so it must be a five. I guess I will give it a four.

《廊桥遗梦》的确是一部令人激动也让人思考的小说，它包含着某种严肃的含义。由这部小说，我们可以将思路扩展到整个人类的婚姻状况，想到尽管被舆论和道德谴责但却事实上存在的婚外恋情，是不是不尽完美的婚姻状况下的必然产物呢？
The Bloody Chamber

By Angela Carter 
A teenaged girl marries an older, wealthy French Marquis, whom she does not love. When he takes her to his castle, she learns that he enjoys sadistic pornography and takes pleasure in her embarrassment. She is a talented pianist, and a young man, a blind piano tuner, hears her music and falls in love with her. The woman's husband tells her that he must leave on a business trip and forbids her to enter one particular room while he is away. She enters the room in his absence and discovers the full extent of his perverse and murderous tendencies when she discovers the bodies of his previous wives. When the Marquis returns home he discovers that she has entered the room. He is angered and attempts to kill her. The brave piano tuner is willing to stay with her even though he knows he will not be able to save her. She is saved at the last moment at end of the story by her mother, who arrives and shoots the Marquis just as he is about to murder the girl.
Hannah’s Gift

By Housden Maria

Hannah's Gift addresses a mother's deepest fear: the death of a child. Amazingly, Maria Housden's skillful writing and mature understanding of grief make this a spiritually inspiring story about life. Housden is eager for us to learn all the lessons Hannah offered while she was dying of cancer, such as wearing red shoes that click and sparkle when you walk and never letting a doctor touch you without knowing their first name. For the reader, however, the most compelling character is Housden, a mother who endures the unfathomable. One morning Housden looks at her face in the mirror and realizes, "The grief that once threatened to swallow me up had found a home in my bones. My suffering wasn't something I was going to have to let go of; it became part of what I had to offer, part of who I am." Sure, you're going to cry. But it's the kind of heart-cracking-open cry that comes from an abundance of feelings: sorrow for this wise and gut-honest narrator; tenderness for Will, the loyal older brother that Hannah left behind; and love for this baffling, wonderful life that gives us gifts like Hannah.
这是一个母亲的手记。

Middlemarch

By George Eliot
In the Prelude to Middlemarch, Eliot tells a story about Saint Teresa of Avila (1515–82), a Spanish mystic and founder of religious communities. In the story, the child Teresa and her little brother leave their village in search of martyrdom, but their uncles intercept them and turn them back. This story introduces one central idea in the novel: young people may envision lofty goals that later circumstances or forces beyond their control prevent them from reaching. Eliot writes: "Many Theresas have been born who found for themselves no epic life … perhaps only a life of mistakes, the offspring of a certain spiritual grandeur ill-matched with the meanness of opportunity." Eliot explores this conjunction between character and context. The Prelude introduces the "foundress of nothing" who cries after "an unattained goodness," her high intentions thwarted by immediate obstacles. The suggestion is that the would-be saint of this novel is Dorothea Brooke, since Book I focuses on her.

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The Story of My Life

By Helen Keller
Helen Keller would not be bound by conditions. Rendered deaf and blind at 19 months by scarlet fever, she learned to read (in several languages) and even speak, eventually graduating with honors from Radcliffe College in 1904, where as a student she wrote The Story of My Life. That she accomplished all of this in an age when few women attended college and the disabled were often relegated to the background, spoken of only in hushed tones, is remarkable. But Keller's many other achievements are impressive by any standard: she authored 13 books, wrote countless articles, and devoted her life to social reform. An active and effective suffragist, pacifist, and socialist (the latter association earned her an FBI file), she lectured on behalf of disabled people everywhere. She also helped start several foundations that continue to improve the lives of the deaf and blind around the world.

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The Life of Winston Churchil

By Leonard Wibberley
Winston Churchill (1874-1965) British statesman, Prime Minister 1940-45 and 1951-55. Originally a Conservative MP, he changed to the Liberal Party in 1904, serving as Home Secretary (1910-11) under the Liberals and First Lord of the Admiralty (1911-15), but lost this post after the unsuccessful Allied attack on the Turks in the Dardanelles. He returned to the Conservatives in 1929. In 1939, under Neville Chamberlain, he became First Lord of the Admiralty again, replacing Chamberlain as Prime Minister in May 1940. Serving as war leader of a coalition government until 1945, Churchill demonstrated rare qualities of leadership and outstanding gifts as an orator. Part of his contribution to victory was to maintain morale at home and to forge and maintain the Alliance, especially with the USA, which defeated the Axis Powers. After the victory he was defeated in the general election of 1945; elected Prime Minister for a second term in 1951, he retired from the premiership in 1955, but remained an MP until 1964. His writings include The Second World War (1948-53) and A History of the English-Speaking Peoples (1956-58); he was awarded the Nobel Prize for literature in 1953.
丘吉尔1874年出身于英国贵族世家，毕业于桑赫斯特皇家军事学院.先后参加过英国侵略印度的战争和英布战争1900年当选为保守党议员。历任殖民、贸易、内政、海军、陆军、空军、财政和国防大臣。1918－－1920年积极策划对苏俄的武装干涉．1933年希特勒在德国执政后，丘吉尔提出联苏制德的主张，反对张伯伦的绥靖政策。1939年英国参战后重任海军大臣。1940年5月出任战时联合内阁首相，拒绝希特勒的媾和试探，坚决领导英国人民对德作战。1941年6月德国入侵苏联后，立即发表声明援助苏联，与苏联缔结盟约共同战胜法西斯。1946年3月在美国发表演说，主张英美联盟共同对抗苏联，揭开了战后＂冷战＂的序幕。1951－－1955年重任首相，对苏采取强硬政策。1953年获诺贝尔文学奖。著有《第一次世界大战史》、《第二次世界大战回忆录》、《英语民族史》等著作。1965年病逝。
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
